WESTERN NEW ENGLAND UNIVERSITY
A Brief History

The Springfield Division of Northeastern
College, known as Springfield-Northeastern,
was established in 1919. Evening classes, held
in the YMCA building on Chestnut Street in
Springfield for students studying part-time,
were offered in law, business, and accounting.
The first 13 graduates were recognized in 1922
with the degree of Bachelor of Commercial
Science. In 1923, the first seven law graduates
were recognized.

In 1951, the Springfield Division of
Northeastern University became Western
New England College. The College was
chartered on July 17, 1951.

On April 26, 1956, 34 acres for the current
Wilbraham Road campus were purchased.
The first building, originally known as East
Building, and later renamed Emerson Hall in
recognition of the College’s first trustee chair,
Robert R. Emerson, opened in 1959.

Western New England received institutional
accreditation in 1965 and has been continuously
accredited since then.

The University flourished on its new
campus with expanding academic programs,

a growing student body, and the addition of

new academic buildings, residence halls,
and athletic facilities. The launch of the first
of now several doctoral programs in 2008
opened the pathway for Western New
England College to become a university

in 2011. Today, with Colleges of Arts and
Sciences, Business, Engineering, Pharmacy
and Health Sciences, and our School of Law,
we stand united as one university.

The transition to a university marked a
period of extensive investment of more than
$100 million in campus facilities, beginning
with the opening of the Center for the Sciences
and Pharmacy and including renovation and
expansion of academic buildings, the sport
complex, a new residence hall, and the
University Commons, which opened in 2018.
In 2019, Western New England University
celebrated its centennial. Now, WNE is
entering its second century with a vision to
create a “New Traditional University.”

The University is proud to enroll 3,351
undergraduate, graduate, and doctoral
students and celebrates the achievements
of its more than 45,000 alumni whose

ranks our graduates join today.

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This Western New England University alma mater was written by alumnus Eugene S. Weaver 54
in a competition to create a “Theme Song for Western New England College.” It was designated
the official alma mater of the University shortly after the founding of Western New England
College in 1951. In ensuing years, however, the alma mater was not sung. It was forgotten until
1997, when Trustee Alfred A. LaRiviere '51/H95/H01 found the music and lyrics in his personal
archives related to the College. The alma mater was sung by undergraduates of the University
once again at the December 1997 holiday gathering of the Alumni Association. At that time,
President Anthony S. Caprio redesignated the “Theme Song for Western New England College,”
by Eugene S. Weaver 54, as the University’s official alma mater. It was sung publicly for the

first time at Commencement 1998.
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
