The actual artwork will need to be delivered to the WNE Art Gallery on Thursday, September 28th (9:00 am to 5:00 pm) or Friday, September 29th (9:00 am to 12:00 pm), no exceptions please. The exhibition will be installed on Saturday, September 30th, with the Opening Reception being held Sunday, October 1, 2017, from 1-3 pm. 
This exhibition is WNE’s way to celebrate the many creative talents of our Western New England family as well as celebrate National Arts & Humanities Month. The reception is open to all participants, their families and friends, the entire WNE campus community, and the general public.
All artwork can be picked up on the following dates: Thursday, November 2nd, 9am to 5pm, and Friday, November 3rd, 9am to 12pm. The next artist will be installing their exhibition on Friday and Saturday, 11/3 and 11/4, so ALL ARTWORK NEEDS TO BE OUT OF THE GALLERY BY FRIDAY, 11/3, BY NOON. WNE has no place to store artwork that is not picked up on the above dates; please arrange to have someone else pick up your work if you are unable to do so.
